PLAINTIFFS’ PRELIMINARY REPORT

Proposed Lead Counsel, Dawn M. Barrios, submits this preliminary report to the Court
pursuant to Pretrial Order No. 1. This report was circulated to Plaintiffs’ counsel seeking input from
all. The matters reported herein constitute a consensus of Plaintiffs’ counsel.
L CORRECTED SERVICE LIST

Working with counsel for Educational Testing Service (“ETS”), Plaintiffs prepared a
Corrected Service List indicating all counsel, their street and email addresses, as well as telephone
and facsimile numbers. The Corrected Service List (attached as Exhibit “A”) lists all counsel for
each case; the name of the lead counsel appears first.
IL SERVICE OF PRETRIAL ORDER

Undersigned counsel either emailed or faxed copies of Pretrial Order No. 1 to all Plaintiffs’

counsel on the Corrected Service List advising them of filing deadlines and the Status Conference.




Counsel for ETS has advised all defense counsel of the Pretrial Order No. 1.

III. PRELIMINARY UNDERSTANDING OF PERTINENT FACTS

On nine administrations of the Praxis Principles of Learning and Teaching: Grades 7-12 test
between January 2003 and April 2004 (the “PLT:7-12”), ETS wrongfully failed approximately 4,100
test takers. The test takers were teacher candidates seeking certification, as required by their states.
These teacher candidates received non-passing scores when they should have received passing
scores. The approximately 4,100 candidates took the test in 19 different states.! The states having
the most false failure scores are Ohio, with approximately 1231, Pennsylvania, with approximately
562, and Louisiana , with approximately 486.> Generally, the plaintiffs allege that ETS breached
contractual and tort duties owed in the administration, grading, and reporting of the PLT: 7-12 test.

The critical factual issues include, but are not limited to:

. How ETS designed, graded and scored the tests;

. What the scoring anomaly was;

. Why the scoring anomaly occurred;

. How the scoring anomaly was detected;

. The corrective measures taken to ensure the scoring anomaly does not occur again;
. The method used to determine the number of test takers the scoring anomaly

affected; and

. Whether such method was proper and identified all the test takers affected.

' Ohio, Pennsylvania, Louisiana, Kentucky, Nevada, Texas, W. Virginia, Arkansas, South
Carolina, Kansas, Mississippi, Utah, Rhode Island, Minnesota, Tennessee, Missouri, Georgia,
Hawaii and Maryland.

’These approximate numbers were calculated by ETS.

The major legal issues include the liability of ETS for negligence, breach of contract and
other theories of liability and causes of action, including, but not limited to violations of antitrust,
civil rights and consumer protection laws, and whether Rule 23's class certification is appropriate.
IV. ORGANIZATION OF COUNSEL

On December 22, 2004, undersigned counsel invited all Plaintiffs’ counsel in the twenty-four
(24) actions (13 transferred and 11 tag-along) to participate in a conference call to discuss leadership
and the organization of counsel. It was unanimously decided that Plaintiffs would ask the Court for
appointment of both a Lead Counsel and Liaison Counsel and that undersigned counsel had the full
support of all Plaintiffs’ counsel to make application for the position of Lead Counsel. Undersigned
counsel and numerous other Plaintiffs’ counsel seek the Court’s appointment of Richard J. Arsenault
as Liaison Counsel.

Plaintiffs believe the Court’s appointment of a Plaintiffs’ Steering Committee (“PSC”) is
proper. Attorneys seeking appointment to the PSC will file applications on or before January 14,
2004, as directed by Pretrial Order No. 1. The PSC Members should be qualified and timely file
applications. Further, it is expected that the leadership will form various working committees, and
if necessary, the establishment of an Executive Committee. The formation of the various committees
will be made at the appropriate time after the Court appoints the PSC.

Plaintiffs’ counsel have met and conferred on numerous occasions both in person and via
telephone. Every counsel has been thoroughly professional and cooperative and it is anticipated that
Plaintiffs’ counsel will be able to formulate the committees necessary to successfully represent the

teacher candidates affected.




V. AFFILIATED COMPANIES

As the affected test takers are prospective teachers, there are no affiliated companies to report
to the Court. Plaintiffs’ counsel are all members of law firms, the names of which are provided on
Exhibit “A,” the Corrected Service List. Plaintiffs are unaware of any associations or affiliations
which would be relevant for recusal or other disqualification.

Plaintiffs are aware of pending Motions to Remand filed by Plaintiff and Defendant, Cecil
